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U.S. Business Faculty Market Trends

The average full-time faculty 9-month salary across all ranks and fields increased
2.7 percent to $128,702 from $125,300 as compared to last year’s 1.9 percent increase
from 2013. This is a total increase of 12.9 percent from 2010-11 to 2015-16. While the
largest increase in average salary by the named fields below, 6.9 percent, was in the rank
of associate professor in Quantitative Methods/Operations Research/Statistics, the
salaries for most ranks and disciplines also showed small to moderate increases. The
portion of full-time faculty classified as new hires decreased from 9.4 to 8.5 percent. On
average, each school welcomed 4.9 new faculty members in the fall of 2015, showing no
change from 2014. Continuing the transition in faculty qualification types and
representing the data reported for only these four categories 12.3 percent of full-time
faculty were classified as Instructional Practitioners, 5.7 percent as Practice Academics,
78.0 percent as Scholarly Academics, 3.9 percent as Scholarly Practitioners.
